As the second largest and the shallowest lake of
Turkey, the Salt Lake is located 130 km northeast of
Konya. Producing 40% of the salt consumed in Turkey,
the crystal white color of the lake is dazzling. Housing
many aquatic bird species, the lake embraces huge
nesting places of flamingos.

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Located in Beysehir district of Konya, Esrefoglu
Mosque is the largest and the original wooden mosque
in Anatolia. Standing on 46 wooden pillars, the mosque
was built by Esrefoglu Beyi Siileyman Bey in 1299. It

is impossible not being affected by the monumental
ornamented stone fagade of the mosque.
